The designated operator of Korea (Rep.), Korea Post, informs that all inbound
international postal items containing goods which are health functional foods and drugs
addressed to Korea were added to the list of goods subject to import customs declaration with
a view to public health protection in accordance with the Enforcement Decree of the Customs
Act of Korea and the Convention Regulations from 1 July 2023.

The items subject to import customs clearance process are determined based on the
content description in the customs declaration form, the x-ray results at destination and the
electronic advance data. Any inbound international postal items containing goods that are not

compliance may be returned to Thailand.
