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Thailand Post’s Announcement
Subject: Prohibition of acceptance of cannabis and its products
destined for all destination countries

This refers to Thailand Post’s Announcement dated 8 March 2022 on the prohibition
of acceptance of all marijuana, hemp, korth and their products destined for all destination
countries. Thailand Post Co., Ltd. (THP) has been notified by foreign postal designated operators
that cannabis and its products have been increasingly detected in the postal stream to their
destinations.

Consequently, THP would like to announce that cannabis and its products are prohibited
articles in compliance with Postal Directive B.E. 2566 No. 22.1. Cannabis and its products are not
allowed for acceptance to all destination countries. Smuggling cannabis and its products into the
postal stream is illegal and the senders shall be punished under the Narcotics Act (No.7) B.E.
2562.
