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Thailand Post’s Announcement

Subject - Increases in US import tariffs
on goods from People Republic of China, Canada and Mexico

As the United States government agencies have implemented the America First Trade
Policy, the United States government has announced a presidential order to increase import tariffs
from China by 10%, effective from February 4, 2025 onwards, including an increase in import tariffs
from Mexico and Canada by 25%, effective fromn March 1, 2025.

In addition, the United States will eliminate the de minimis import exemption for goods
valued at $800 per day per person, which the U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) issued in
a proposed regulation to limit the the application of the “de minimis” provision under Section
321(aX2) of the Customs Tariff Act of 1930 (Section 321), which currently allows imports of goods
valued at less than $800 under Sections 232, 201, and 301 to be exempt from duty. According to
CBP, the proposed regulations on the “de minimis” provision under Section 301 only apply to
products of the People Republic of China. Products of Hong Kong or Macau are not subject to
additional import tariffs. Section 301 tariffs are based on country of origin, not country of export.

Therefore, Thailand Post Co., Ltd. would like to announce that the import tariff
measures of the United States for products originating from the People's Republic of China may
cause delays in international mail items destined for the United States from now on or until
further notice.
